East Coast Trip 2018 Chaperone Parameters
We typically have 50 — 60 students AND 10 — 15 chaperones on this trip. Our days are rigorous
with packed schedules—early mornings, full days, and late nights—and vigorous walking 5 — 9
miles per day. We must safely and efficiently move our group through airports, airplanes,
buses, hotels, restaurants, as well as museums and landmarks with high security. We are
responsible for the safety and well-being of the students on the trip, and they are the first
priority—adult needs and desires come last. Chaperones are responsible for 9 — 15 students at
all times—check-ins, safety and behavior. Your child will not be placed in your group to give
them the opportunity to be as independent as possible. Know what you are paying for—you will
be spending this trip with very excited teenagers. Experience with teenagers and health and
safety is recommended. Extreme patience and a sense of humor is necessary as well. Adults
may not smoke or drink alcohol for the duration of the trip.

| understand that there will be 2 — 3 MANDATORY Parent & Student nighttime meetings in
February — March of 2018 (Dates TBD). These meetings are essential so that chaperones and
students get to know one another. Chaperones are expected to attend.
