 Increase 0.3 of a level as measured on the 

STAR each trimester 

 Read silently every day 

 Read informational and narrative texts 

 Track words while reading 

 Use phonics strategies while reading 

Teachers will: 

 Provide small group instruction in both ELA, 

Math, and Designated ELD 

 Use Step Up to Writing strategies  

 Teach close reading strategies 

 Expect students to speak in complete and 

complex sentences 

 Provide intervention and enrichment 

activities 

 Provide scaffolding strategies for limited-

English proficient students across the 

curriculum 

 Integrate technology into instruction 

 Support the character education program 

 Support No Excuses University through our

Here are some ideas of how families can support 

students’ success: 

 Attend ELAC (English Language Advisory 

Council) Meetings 

 Attend school-wide events and 

conferences 

 Have your child wear his/her college t-shirt 

on Mondays 

 Look through Rustler folder every Monday 

 Listen to your child read for 20 minutes 

each day 

 Ask text dependent comprehension 

questions while your child reads 

 Expect your child to read and write in 

complete and complex sentences 

 Practice with your child addition and 

subtraction facts up to 20  

 Practice counting coins and dollar bills 

 Practice telling time to quarter increments 

 Check homework for accuracy 

 Have your child practice All the Right Type 

and IXL (see school website) 

 Take your child to the library 

 Talk to your child every day; ask about 

their day at school
